“ILLUSION is a film about people – about their masks, their deceit, and 
the banality of everyday existence. It contrasts daily life with hidden fan-
tasies. The film unfolds on three levels: first, everyday life with its rigid 
rituals, shot with a still, quiet camera; second, the bar, which I see as 
a metaphysical level, set precisely between reality and illusion, where 
dreams, desires, and fears are born; and third, the realm of illusion hap-
pening in people’s minds. Colourful, shrill, packed with images. This film 
we wanted to do without any philosophical text – and yet make it a very 
philosophical film.”
