A nameless man escapes
the monotony of his daily
life and wanders into an
abandoned factory, where
he encounters Godot — a
figure searching for tra-
ces of human existence
amidst the city’s waste, sly
and philosophical like the
fools from Shakespeare.
Together, they embark on a
nocturnal journey through
urban trash and the clutter
of the man’s own mind.
Freed from his daily rou-
tine, he turns himself in-
side out: in a series of real
and surreal, melancho-
lic yet comedic images,
his life unfolds as a talk
show — “Only Loneliness
Counts” — hosted by the
talkmaster of his own exis-
tence. Zapping through his
thoughts like the programs
of mass-media entertain-
ment, he reviews his life
in fragments both intimate
and surreal.

In MY DREAM OR LONELINESS
NEVER WALKS ALONE, life is ref-
lected as a media-driven show,
where every subject becomes
part of the spectacle. Shot at
original locations like sewers and
garbage dumps alongside studio
sequences, the film contrasts the
raw nightscape with the Man’s
inner thoughts, turning life itself
into a staged projection of mind
and surroundings.
